He 
is always in Charda Kalan and you will always find a smile on his face:

The assistance to the refugees from the Libyan conflict brought many logistical 
challenges as well as high risk to the aid workers. I am personally very grateful 
to the New Generation Rotary Club of Tunis for their wonderful support, 
especially to Imen Ben Yedder and Haythem Benna. These guys provided vital 
logistical support and made the several desperately needed deliveries of water to 
the refugee camps on the Libyan/Tunisian border possible. Myself and 2 of our 
other volunteers witnessed the daily violence at these refugee camps but with 
Gurus blessings we all escaped unharmed.  Since 2009 KA has been developing 
several projects in Punjab, and I am very pleased to say that our Punjab initiative 
Focus Punjab is now sponsoring over 60 families of the Shaheeds and 20 
families of the Dharmi Faujis. This aid will continue to grow as there thousands 
of Shaheed Parivaars who are poverty stricken. We are grateful to all the donors 
who have set up monthly support for some of these families. We mustn't shy 
away from our responsibilities towards the parents of our Shaheeds who are 
now facing old age with great sadness and at times terrible poverty! This year 
alone saw some wonderful individuals join Khalsa Aid and launch fantastic and 
innovative fundraising initiatives, I am sure these initiatives will become annual 
events and hope the Sangat will participate wholeheartedly.  

“Teamwork divides the task and multiplies the success” this particular saying 
describes Khalsa Aid (KA) and its success. The last 2 years have been amazing 
where KA has truly become a people’s charity!  In the last 2 years we have 
carried out more relief projects than we had done in the previous 10 years. This 
is all thanks to you, our supporters. Since January 2010 KA has been actively 
providing real hands on support for the survivors of the Haitian earthquake, 
this project has continued with several teams flying out to Haiti to assist the 
orphanages on a regular basis.

A Note from Ravinder Singh, Chairman of Khalsa Aid.

“It was a humbling experience, serving water to those in desperate and urgent need. I 
was very proud to represent Sikhs worldwide at the refugee camps, seeing the KA trucks 
roll into the camps and having the Nishaan Sahib recognised alongside other NGO’s such 
as the United Nations was great awareness for Sikhs. I believe more work like this is 
needed to increase and improve the reputation and awareness of Sikhs worldwide.”

Libya – Baljit Singh, Khalsa Aid Media and Marketing Coordinator, recalls his time delivering aid in the 
refugee camps on the Libyan border:
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The masses saw a representative of Khalsa Aid, a Sikh.  For anyone who volunteers 
with Khalsa Aid, the responsibility you feel of this most humbling experience is 
second to none.  You stand out from the crowd and all eyes are on you.  It is a 
moment that truly makes you proud to be a part of not only an amazing charity, 
but also a special race of people. Our mission was to take aid to the drought 
stricken areas of Kenya, namely the border regions of Dadaab. Jaswinder Singh, 
a native of Kenya who resides in the UK, was the other volunteer representing 
Khalsa Aid, who I had the honour of working alongside in Kenya.  It is thanks 
to his tireless hard work with the Sikhs of Kenya that we were able to double the 
generous donations of the UK Sadh Sangat. 

 As a result, Khalsa Aid was able to deliver and distribute four truckloads, 
totalling 100 tonnes of aid to various drought stricken areas of Kenya. When 
delivering aid in these areas, it is hard to switch off emotionally to the suffering 
of men, women and especially children around you.  However, one thing is for 
certain, when you put on one of those orange Khalsa Aid T-shirts, something 
amazing happens, all of a sudden the problems you thought you faced back in 
the UK seem trivial, and you take on an almost superhuman role, to ensure that 
the aid you have is distributed to the folk that most need it, nothing else matters.  

That look of desperation for that one right of any man, women or child for basic 
food and water, drives you on in the heat to ensure that every bit of the generous 
donation is delivered to the mouths of those most in need of it.  
One old man in the last refugee camp where we delivered aid encompassed what 
the mission meant to me, with tears in his eyes, he tightly hugged Jaswinder 
Singh and simply said ‘thank you’.

Royal Air Force Offi cer to KA Sevadar

Meet Amarjit Singh, an ex Royal Air Force Offi cer from Leeds, West 
Yorkshire.  In September 2011 he delivered aid to drought-affected areas in 
Northern Kenya. Here Amarjit Singh tells us about his experience with Khalsa 
Aid in Africa; ’From the moment I mentioned that I was involved with Khalsa 
Aid to my wider network, I started to see the generosity of friends and family 
from all corners of the globe.  It was at this point that I realised that it was 
not only the fact that I was about to embark on a mission to deliver aid that 
people were donating, but because it was Seva on behalf of Khalsa Aid. I have 
had the privilege of doing humanitarian work in the past, but this experience 
with Khalsa Aid was very different.
